What’s planned for March and April?
• Ongoing structure works including concrete pours and precast installation for the basement 

and ground slabs
• Installation of the jumpform from basement up to levels 2-3
• Installation of gantry to Park Street and Sydney Road, and scaffolding to gantry on 

Brunswick Road
• Finalising set up of construction zone & loading bays to Park Street
• Scaffold installation to perimeter

Main works have commenced at 
Prince and Parade following the 
completion of civil works in 2024.

Mirvac Construction is now the 
Principal Contractor responsible for 
managing construction works on site.

We understand that there will be some 
impacts to the local community, and 
we thank you in advance for your 
ongoing patience.
